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10. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROTECT EXISTING CONTROL MONUMENTATION AND BENCHMARKS. ANY SUCH POINTS WHICH
THE CONTRACTOR BELIEVES WILL BE DESTROYED SHALL HAVE OFFSET POINTS ESTABLISHED PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION.
ANY MONUMENTATION DESTROYED BY THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE REESTABLISHED AT THE CONTRACTORS EXPENSE.

11. ALL CONNECTIONS TO EXISTING PAVING SHALL HAVE A FULL DEPTH SAWCUT AND SHALL CONFORM TO CITY OF FORT
WORTH CONSTRUCTION STANDARDS.

13. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR TAKING ALL PRECAUTIONS TO PROTECT EXISTING TREES OUTSIDE THE
SCOPE OF THIS PROJECT OR THOSE TREES NOT DESIGNATED IN THE PLANS TO BE REMOVED.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR REPAIRING ANY DAMAGE CAUSED BY THE CONTRACTOR OUTSIDE OF THE
DESIGNATED WORK AREA WITH NEW QUALITY MATERIAL AT THE CONTRACTOR’'S EXPENSE.

15.  FIELD ADJUSTMENTS MAY BE NECESSARY AND SHALL BE CARRIED OUT AS DIRECTED IN WRITTEN FORM, AND REVISED
PLANS AS NEEDED, BY THE ENGINEER OF RECORD. THE ADJUSTMENTS SHALL BE COORDINATED WITH THE CONTRACTOR
AND THE CITY ENGINEERING INSPECTOR.

16. SITE EROSION PROTECTION SHALL BE IN PLACE PRIOR TO EARTH DISTURBING ACTIVITIES.
