Background:

This zoning case creates the boundary for the new Naval Air Station Fort Worth Joint Reserve Base
Overlay created through the text amendment ZC-14-101. The City Council authorized proceeding with the
NASFW JRB Airport Overlay in a resolution approved on July 22, 2014.

The boundaries of the overlay generally follow the 65 DNL (noise level measurement). The boundary for
the NASFW JRB overlay is limited to the incorporated city limits of Fort Worth to the north, south, and
east. Other boundaries have been identified using points on the ground including street right-of-way lines,
intersections and property boundaries to ensure that the boundaries of the overlay are easily identified.
